Oil-Based Paint, 
Chemicals & Pesticides*

The Auburn SuperMall Wastemobile and other 
hazardous waste sites accept a variety of hazardous 
materials including oil-based paint, chemicals, cleaners, 
pesticides and insecticides (see below for details).

Latex Paint
Latex is not accepted at the household hazardous 
waste facilities. It can now be put in the garbage, as 
long as it is dried up or solidified. Mix paint with equal 
parts cat litter, shredded paper, sawdust or commercial 
paint hardener. After solidified, place in garbage with  
lid off.  

Needles & Sharps*
Used needles and sharps are dangerous in garbage 
because they can injure sorters and spread diseases. 
Mail in programs are available: Search online for “sharps 
mail in programs”.

Return your unwanted medication to keep your home 
and environment safer.

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Curbside Recycling and Residential Garbage Collection
Garbage and Yard/Food Waste rates vary by cart size (the smaller the container, 
the lower the rate). Reducing garbage = saving money! 

How? Follow these tips:

•  Make sure to put all your clean recyclable items (cans, glass, paper, cardboard 
and more) in your BLUE cart. There is no charge for extra recycling set-outs. Use 
a cardboard box or durable containers marked “recycling” (32-gallon size limit) 
if you run out of room in your cart.

•  If you need more volume, upgrade to a 96-gallon recycling cart at no cost.

•  Use your GREY Yard/Food Waste cart for food scraps and food-soiled paper 
—this service costs much less than paying to bury wastes as ‘garbage’. Once you 
get the hang of it, shrink your GREEN garbage container.

•  Practice ‘Pre-cycling’—before you buy, think: 
—Can this—or its package—be recycled?  
—Can I buy this in a way that means less garbage—for example, in bulk at a  
—lower cost? 
—Can I choose a durable or reusable item instead of a disposable one?

•  Waste Management provides all container sizes except for 32-gallon cans, 
which customers must purchase and maintain. 

•  32-gallon can customers should consider making the switch to a garbage 
cart – it’s easy to roll to the curb, plus you’ll never lose a lid again.
