• Personal cans with handles (35 gal, 70lb limit) 
- Label cans “Yard Waste” 
- Put next to yard cart at least 3 ft. from garbage

• Bundles (4 x 2 x 2 ft. limit)

• Donate undamaged non-recyclable materials and 

furniture before placing in garbage.

COLLECTION GUIDELINES
Please follow these guidelines to ensure collection.

Place containers at the curb by 6 am.

• Two (2) feet apart with lids opening 
toward street

• At least three (3) feet from cars, trees, 
mailboxes, fences and utility boxes

• Wheels as close to the road as possible
• Please remove containers as soon as 

possible after collection

Inclement Weather Guide

If weather conditions prevent safe 
collection, up to twice as much material 

will be collected on your next regular 
collection day and/or collection week 

for each cart not emptied.  No credit for 
collection delayed due to weather.
