ILLEGAL DUMPING & THEFT OF SERVICE

Locks — Get a WM-provided
dumpster lock to avoid
non-tenants dumping in

the trash and recycling

Bulky Items — Establish with
residents at move-in what they
should do with reusable and/or
bulky materials.

lllegal Dumping —~ Hold
residents accountable by
setting the expectation that
items left outside of the
recycling and garbage
containers may lead to higher
costs being passed down to
residents.

WASTE REDUCTION

Host a community swap event. This is a great
way to reduce consumption by allowing residents
to swap items they no longer need with their
neighbors. Donate any leftover items to a

thrift store.
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Establish a tool library. Lend tools such

as hammers out to residents. This reduces
the need for residents to purchase items
they very rarely use, and can help attract
future tenants to the community.

Establish amoving box exchange.
Designate a location on-site to collect
broken-down boxes. As residents
move-in or out these boxes can be used
and then returned for the next person.
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Keep old clothing out of the landfill. Offer a
collection bin at your property for residents to
recycle ripped and torn textiles.
