BEYOND CURBSIDE RECYCLING

Even though some things cannot be recycled at the curb, it doesn’t mean
they have to go in the garbage. Be sure to use the resources listed below.

Please follow these guidelines to ensure collection.

Please place containers at the curb by 6 am.
» Three (3) feet apart with lids opening toward street
» At least three (3) feet from cars, trees, mailboxes
« Wheels as close to the road as possible
« Please remove containers as soon as possible after collection

Computers, monitors and TVs CANNOT be
disposed of in the garbage or at disposal
sites such as landfills, transfer stations and
incinerators.

There is an an additional charge for each extra bag or container (35-gallon, 70 Ib. limit)
that doesn’t fit in your garbage container with the lid closed. If you often have extra
garbage, you may want to increase your garbage container size to avoid overflow and
extra garbage charges.

Backyard Composting Tips

By setting up a backyard compost pile, you can turn your food
and yard waste into a nutrient rich soil amendment to help grow
a healthy garden. Finished compost helps to prevent erosion,
retain water and adds nutrients to the soil.

<3 MIXED RECYCLING

All recyclables must be
empty, clean and loose

Following the guidelines of what is allowed in your recycling bin
E saves natural resources, reduces pollution and creates jobs.

Cardboard and Cartons

Flattened cardboard, packaging
boxes, food and beverage cartons

Pizza boxes must be empty
with no food residue.

Newspaper, magazines, office paper,
egg cartons, mail, paperback books,
bags, and non-metallic gift wrap

Bottles, round containers,
buckets, and rigid plant pots

Caps OK if screwed on. All items must be
2 inches by 2 inches or larger.

Metal cans, foil, empty aerosols,
scrap metal, and empty paint cans

No bagged No food or liquid
recyclables (empty all containers)
