Sell, donate or give away

*Washers, dryers, stoves, ranges, dishwashers, 
microwaves and hot water tanks (that are 
85% metal or more), may be recycled at 
the Snohomish County transfer stations. 
Appliances such as refrigerators, freezers, air 
conditioners, heat pumps and dehumidifiers 
contain chlorofluorocarbons (CFCs), which are 
regulated under the Federal Clean Air Act, and 
must be disposed of properly.

Observed Holidays
WM does not collect on Thanksgiving, Christmas Day and New Year’s Day. If these holidays fall on a weekday, 
collection will be delayed by one day for the remainder of the week. For example, if a holiday falls on Thursday, 
Thursday customers will be collected on Friday and Friday customer will be collected on Saturday. 

Once-a-month garbage collection is the first full week of each month on your service day. 
DOES NOT APPLY TO WEEKLY CUSTOMERS.

Organic Waste is collected weekly. Organic waste collection is available by subscription in designated 
areas.

Recycling is collected on blue weeks.
