Please follow these guidelines to ensure collection.

Place containers at the curb by 6 am. 

•	 Place containers at least three (3) feet apart from each 
other and away from all obstructions such as cars, 
trees, fences, and mailboxes.  

•	 Place containers with lids opening toward the street.

•	 Take containers in as soon as possible.

Holiday Schedule: Collection delayed one business day if regular collection day falls on Martin Luther King Day, 
Presidents’ Day, Memorial Day, Juneteenth, Independence Day, Labor Day, Veterans Day, Thanksgiving, Christmas 
or New Year’s day: Thursday collection will be serviced one day early. Friday collection will be serviced on the 
following Monday.  Visit www.mountvernonwa.gov and search “garbage and recycle route changes” for the most 
up-to-date information.

Holiday Substitution: Red outlined dates indicate substitute collection days.

Garbage is collected weekly. Recycling is collected on blue weeks.

Yard & Food Waste is collected on weeks with this symbol. 
Collected every other week December through February. 
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
